TEXAS ROUND-UP GRANT APPLICATION
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQs)

To whom should our letter of inquiry be addressed? To whom should our application be sent?

Q: Can we ask for specific products instead of a cash donation?
A: Yes.  The Texas Round-Up works with many local companies and can secure athletic products at or below retail value of products so we are more than happy to help schools secure product for their P.E. departments.
Q: What is the status of our inquiry, application? 
A: If you have received confirmation of receipt from TRU and no other correspondence, your information remains under consideration. Your organization will be notified of its status upon completion of the current review cycle if not earlier. If you have not received confirmation of receipt from TRU within one month of submission, please notify our office at Lindsay@texasroundup.org. Include your organization name, mailing address, contact person and daytime phone number. On all correspondence to TRU, please provide a reliable email address that is checked daily. 

Q: How much money can we request? 
A: The Texas Round-Up does not specify a maximum grant award; however, the average grant award is at most $5,000. The applicant must determine how much funding is required for the project; however, written cost estimates and documentation to support the request are required. 

Q: Are matching funds required, and if so, how much? 
A: The Texas Round-Up carefully considers the cash and in-kind funding that has been secured and committed toward a project. Generally, at least 50% of the total cost of the project should be committed by other sources of funding; however, the higher the ratio of matching funds, the better the application. 

Q: Our project did not receive funding in the past. May we resubmit an application? 
A: Yes.  Proposals are reviewed on an annual basis and each review process starts fresh. 

Q: Our project is a collaboration of several organizations. Which organization should apply to the Texas Round-Up? 
A: The non-profit or tax-exempt organization that will be responsible for the administration of the project and grant funds should be the official applicant organization. 

Q: Our organization received a Texas Round-Up in the past. May we apply again? 
A: The Texas Round-Up is not intended to be an annual source of income for any organization. Grants are intended to provide funding for incremental programming.  However, if a past grant recipient can sufficiently demonstrate the need for additional funding for incremental programming, the recipient may submit another application for consideration. Please note that results of the past grant will be considered.
